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The concept of “social movement intellectuals” was proposed by sociologist Ron-

ald Eyerman from Yale University, originally referring to intellectuals who grew 

up within social movements and later promoted their development. However, in 

reality, social movement intellectuals may also emerge prior to social movements, 

meaning that social movements are not necessarily a prerequisite for the existence 

of social movement intellectuals.
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
